free pastries and coffee. Admission is free.
As most of you know, JCNA increased our
yearly dues by $10/member from $45 to
$55. We kept our membership dues at $65,
meaning the Club only keeps $10/member
to cover our expenses; the rest goes to JCNA.
Why the dues increase? Good question! JCNA

has lost over $15,000 in both 2022 and 2023.

I don’t think the numbers are in yet for 2024.

There are three primary reasons for the
increase. First, membership has declined
post-pandemic. Many Clubs, including ours,
have seen a decrease in membership. With
fewer members, JCNA has experienced a de-
cline in gross revenue.

Second, JCNA’s largest expense is the Jaguar

Journal. The Journal is partially supported by
advertising revenue. Jaguar corporate used to
pay for ads in the Journal, but stopped doing
so a couple of years ago.

Third, the costs to print, assemble, and
distribute the Journal have in-creased,
primarily due to inflation. What about making
the Journal digital? It turns out the cost
savings wouldn’t be much, and members
prefer the print edition. A digital-only version
Journal isn’t under consideration at the
present time.

Celebrating [ () Years of JCNA
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Jaguar Takes Hundreds of Relatively New Cars to the Scrap Yard. What Happened to Them?

Hundreds of Jaguars sit at a scrap yard somewhere in the UK. None of
them is older than 2019. But what happened to all those cars? Why is
JLR scrapping cars that are no older than six?

Photos of hundreds of Jaguars sitting in a scrap yard have sparked
controversy online. The images were posted on Threads by a user who
snapped them at his local car scrap yard.

The reason for the situation dates back to August 2024 when
the automaker recalled 2,760 vehicles over a high risk of thermal
overload from the high-voltage battery. The 2019 Jaguar I-pace had
already been recalled four times since May 2023 due to the same
issue.

The British brand originally instructed dealers to deploy an update
specifically designed to reduce the maximum state of charge to 80%
while the company’s engineers were working to find a remedy for the
issue.

Meanwhile, owners were advised to park and charge their vehicles
outside until the fix would be implemented. The fix was originally a
software update that monitored the battery pack’s operational status
for potential thermal overload.

All the affected vehicles were 2019 model year units, produced
between January 5, 2018, and March 14, 2019, not by JLR, but by
contract manufacturer Magna Steyr at its production facility in Austria.

All of them are equipped with lithium-ion battery cells produced
as far back as 2017 by LG Chem. This firm received negative attention
after fire incidents involving Chevrolet Bolt EV and Bolt EUV examples.

However, the remedy never came. Three Jaguar I-Pace examples
caught fire in the US following the deployment of the updates, which
proved it was far from being a way out of the predicament, even if
temporary. Luckily, no injuries were reported, but the events plagued
the reputation of the British automaker.

The JLR Recall Determination Committee reunited on November
11 and decided that JLR must repurchase all the suspect vehicles. The
report showed that the automaker would hold those vehicles until
further notice. The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration
(NHTSA) also confirmed the information through a report issued on
November 18, 2024.

The photos posted on social media prove that Jaguar made a
decision regarding the vehicles the brand required from customers. It
decided to scrap them altogether. All those in the pictures wear British
registration plates. The examples repurchased from customers in the
United States and anywhere else in the world will most likely have the
same fate.

Someone in the comments points out that some of the Jaguars in
the scrap yard might also be vehicles affected by the flood that hit
Inchcape’s Jaguar Land Rover garage during Storm Babet in October
2023. However, the models totaled back then were not exclusively
I-Pace examples.
